He served as Vice
President of UNESCOQO'’s International Scientific Committee, Slave Route Project from 2011 -
2015 and currently is a member of the Carnegie African Diaspora Fellows Programme and
the International Committee of the Thabo Mbeki African Leadership Institute at UNISA. He

is also an extraordinary professor at the Free State Centre for Human Rights.
