Fine Arts at the UFS serves local communi-
ties, specifically assisting persons that poten-

tially benefit from arts and culture education.

Service learning component
The Community Service Learning component in the Depart-
ment of Fine Arts consists of arts and culture workshops 
presented to learners in the secondary and FET phases. Final 
-year B.A. Fine Arts students present creative workshops and 

a total of 15 learners attend it. The workshops follow a predetermined pro-
gramme through which learners develop their artistic skills. The main goal 
is preparing talented learners from disadvantaged communities to pursue 
a career in the visual arts, specifically studying art at a university. The art 
workshops are currently presented at the South campus.

Outcomes for students
The fine art students form groups and each group collectively prepares les-
son plans for workshops. Students learn to constructively align art lessons, 
prepare the materials, organise and work in the classroom environment 
and to give feedback to young creative learners. Students afterwards criti-
cally reflect on the preparation, content, practical implications, their inter-
personal skills and suggest alternatives in reflection reports.

Impact on community
The project is currently in its pilot phase. The desired impact is to give tal-
ented learners the creative platform and a thorough studio art and art his-
torical foundation that can assist them to choose a tertiary art career. This 
will also give these learners a creative foundation that can assist them to 
successfully face the challenges of a tertiary art environment.
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
