•	 First payment: A first payment must be made before you can register as a UFS student. The Department of Student Finance will 
communicate the amount and the payment deadline to you.

Study Visas
If you are a foreign student and wish to study in South Africa, you can apply for a study visa by completing South African Home 
Affairs Form BI-1738. Study visas must be applied for at VFS Global Centres (https://www.vfsglobal.com/dha/southafrica/) at 
various locations in South Africa or at the nearest South African embassy, mission, or consulate abroad; prospective students are 
responsible for the payment of the relevant fees. Study visas for studies at a learning institution must be valid for the duration of 
the study.

The following documents must be submitted with the BI-1738 application form: 
•	 a passport valid for no less than 30 days after intended studies
•	 payment of the prescribed administrative fee
•	 confirmation and proof of payment for a South African medical aid through a medical scheme registered with the SA Council for 

Medical Schemes; the cover must remain valid for the duration of the calendar year
•	 letter of offer from the university, stating the duration of the degree
•	 letter of undertaking from the university – this letter is issued by the Office for International Affairs 
•	 medical and radiological reports (less than six months old)
•	 yellow fever vaccination certificate, if relevant
•	 relevant certificates if married, widowed, divorced, or separated
•	 details regarding arranged accommodation while in South Africa
•	 proof of sufficient funds to cover tuition fees and maintenance
•	 a police clearance certificate for the past 12 months or longer since the age of 18.
You are advised to submit the documentation as soon as possible. DO NOT send the documentation to the university. You should 
keep a copy of your submission and all receipts safe. Please note that it can take longer than one month to obtain a study visa.

•	 In terms of the Immigration Act 13 of 2002 as 
amended and its regulations, any prospective 
student in the Republic of South Africa must 
provide proof of medical cover with a medical 
scheme registered in terms of the Medical 
Schemes Act 131 of 1998. Although you might 
be able to secure a study visa with other types 
of medical products, whether South African or 
otherwise, the University of the Free State only 
accepts South African medical-aid products. 
To comply with the regulations, the university 
requires a membership certificate as proof of full 
medical-aid cover with a South African-registered 
medical-aid scheme for the full calendar year, 
until 31 December of that year. (https://www.

•	 To avoid unnecessary complications, please 
make the necessary financial arrangements with 
the medical-aid provider prior to your entry into 
South Africa. Should you rely on sponsorship, 
please make sure that you advise your sponsor of 
this requirement as soon as you get sponsorship 
or acceptance. The required medical-aid cover 
fee must be paid directly to the medical-
aid company, separate from the tuition fees. 
Students will not be allowed to register unless 
they can show a membership certificate as proof 
of a valid and comprehensive medical-aid cover 
for the duration of the academic year (until 31 
December); without a clearance certificate, 
students cannot register at the institution. 
Students who are members or dependents of a 
South African-based parent/guardian/spousal/
work medical aid, are required to present a 
recent membership certificate for the annual 
registration. The membership certificate must 
reflect active membership for the current year.

Office for International Affairs
The Office for International Affairs (OIA) serves as the first port of call for all international students at the UFS, providing assistance and 
specialised administrative support.

Your student number must always be mentioned in all 
correspondence with the university.

All university fees are determined by the Council and may be 
amended at any time. The amended amount will be payable 
on request. Fees are payable in full, irrespective of whether 
any services rendered by the university are disrupted by 
circumstances beyond the university’s control, such as strikes, 
student boycotts, public unrest, or any other disruption on 
campus.

Payments prior to registration:
•	 Must be paid five (5) working days prior to registration. 

•	 Students will not be able to register until these amounts 
reflect as credits on their tuition-fee accounts. 

•	 Account balances for the previous year must be zero.

•	 Should the tuition fees be less than the amounts required, 
the full amount is payable.  

•	 International students: International students who register 
only for the second semester, must pay all fees for the 
second semester in advance before registration can take 
place.

Payment dates
Tuition and residence fees are calculated per semester. All 
fees must be paid as follows, regardless of whether or not an 
account was received. Official account statements are sent to 
students’ ufs4life email addresses on a monthly basis. It is the 
responsibility of the student to supply the university with his/
her correct contact details and to make enquiries should he/
she not receive an account.

South African students:
•	 The first payment as indicated must be paid five (5) days 

prior to registration.

•	 All fees for the first semester are payable on/before 31 March.

•	 The tuition-fee account must be settled in full by 31 August.

•	 The first payment as indicated on www.ufs.ac.za must be 

paid five (5) days prior to registration.

•	 All fees for the first semester are payable on/before 31 March.

•	 The tuition-fee account must be settled in full by 30 June.

All other fees are payable not later than the end of the month 
following the month in which the transaction took place 
as indicated on the account statement, unless specifically 
stipulated otherwise in the regulations.

If payments are not made by the due dates

•	 interest at the prime bank rate as charged by ABSA Bank 
+2% will be levied on all accounts in arrears; 

•	 all academic records will be withheld if the account is in 
arrears with R2 000 and more; and

•	 international students with outstanding fees on 1 July will not 
be allowed to continue with their second-semester studies.

Students receiving financial aid  
(South African students only)
In cases where financial aid (bursary/loan) is 
received that covers all fees for the academic 
year, the first payment will be reduced by the 
amount of the financial aid. Proof of bursaries/
loans must be faxed to +27  51 401 3579 or 
emailed to tuitionfees@ufs.ac.za five (5) working 
days prior to registration.  The original proof 
of the bursary/loan must be presented upon 
registration.

In cases where the financial aid (bursary/loan) 
awarded to a student does not cover all the 
fees for the year, the first payment as indicated 
remains payable five (5) working days prior to 
registration. The first payment must reflect as 
a credit balance on the student’s tuition-fee 
account before the student will be allowed to 
continue with registration. 

The attention of bursary holders is drawn to the 
fact that it is their responsibility to ensure that 
the bursary donors make payments timely and in 
accordance with university regulations. Bursars 
have to provide their sponsors with details of 
their accounts.

If a sponsor does not pay a student’s account in 
time, interest will be charged and debited to the 
account, and the student will be responsible for 
the payment of such interest.

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Accidents
