Tuition
The programme is presented in three block sessions per year. 
Contact sessions take place on the Bloemfontein Campus 
of the UFS. Independent study at the hand of a prescribed 
reading list is required of students. Assessment is continuous 
through the submission of practice-oriented assignments.

Articulation
Upon completion of the MTh in Practical and Missional Theology, 
a student can apply for admission to the PhD in Practical 
Theology. Selection is based on the institutional admission 
requirements (a weighted average of 65% at NQF level 9) and 
adherence to departmental selection requirements.
